in 2008 and was one of the first areas to be planned in

the NSW Government’s South West Priority Growth Area.
The area is located 24km from Parramatta, in both the
Liverpool and Campbelltown local government areas. The
longterm plan of Edmondson Park is to become home to
approximately 25,000 new residents, and incorporate

an urban lifestyle with plenty of open green spaces that
encourage cycling and walking, with access to public
transport.

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Local Planting Character

Edmondson Park

Edmondson Park sits in the South West of the County of
Cumberland. The majority of native vegetation surrounding
the site is Shale Plains Woodland, a sub-community of
Cumberland Plain Woodland.CPW is listed as a critically
endangered ecological community under the TSC and EPBC
Acts. This community is dominated by Grey Box (Eucalyptus
moluccana) with Native Blackthorn (Bursaria Spinosa) being
the dominant shrub species. The greatest diversity ofthis
community occurs in the ground layer where a vast array of
grasses, forbs and herbaceous species are present, most
notably Kangaroo Grass (Themeda australis), Windmill Grass
(Chloris ventricosa) and Saltbush (Enardia spp.).

A large area of Alluvial Woodland, part ofthe TSC Act listed
community River-Flat Eucalypt Forest on

Coastal Floodplains occurs in areas around the site. This
community is dominated by a thick

canopy of Casuarina glauca with a low diversity of
understorey species present, the cover primarily
comprising of Microlaena stipoides.

St Francis Catholic College

Within the subject site of St Francis Catholic College, minimal
native vegetation is present. Field surveys confirmed that the
vegetation within the subject site has been cleared of remnant
vegetation and the original soil profile altered. The vegetation
comprises of weed species and a mown oval. One Corymbia
maculata in the north east ofthe site is present and occasional
individual plants of Einadia trigonos a nd Themeda triandra.
