Cause major traffic/noise disruption to Lake Hume Village tourists, possibly during
peak during peak holiday periods,

Risk BESS incidents requiring evacuation (eg 2013 Hydro transformer fire) if any
incidents occur during operations

Adjacent Zoned RU 5 land with a previous Development Application, and
subdivision on it is consistent with the (2024) plans.

Why allow irreversible destruction of land with an outstanding location, views and
biodiversity (including birdlife and squirrel gliders)

Why is it essential for Foresight to discard their current approved site immediately
across the road; and seek another location, particularly on the Albury TransGrid
substation — Lake Hume Village power line?

Neither of these aspects have been justified reasoning for either at appropriate detailed
considering the extent of the impact on the Lake Hume Village, or wider Albury
community.
