Re: The Rosehill Recycled Water Scheme  
 
Alinta is proposing to deliver a new recycled water scheme to reduce demand on Sydney’s drinking 
water supplies.  The proposed Rosehill Recycled Water Scheme involves construction of a new 
water recycling plant and a 20 kilometre network of distribution pipelines through the Fairfield, 
Bankstown, Holroyd and Parramatta local government areas.  
 
It is proposed to construct the water recycling plant on vacant land on the corner of North Street 
and East Parade in Fairfield.  This land is currently owned by Sydney Water and is zoned for water 
infrastructure.  The plant will use proven technology to filter partially treated wastewater and will be 
operated by Veolia Water, who is a recognised world leader in water services.    
 
Infastructure is being designed and will be operated to minimise the impact of the water recyling 
plant on the amenity of the local area.  Landscaping will be established to screen the plant from 
view, filtration equipment will be enclosed to mitigate noise and the plant will be designed to handle 
treated wastewater, as opposed to raw sewage, so odours will not be generated. 
 
Subject to approval, the plant will take approximately six months to construct, diring which time, 
residents will be kept informed of construction works and progress. 
 
The scheme would only provide recycled water to high volume industrial users and irrigators in 
southwest Sydney and would not provide recycled water to residential properties for drinking, 
cooking, gardening or other household uses.   
 
Environmental assessment is currently being undertaken to inform the detail design for the 
scheme.  Community consultation is an important part of the environmental assessment process. 
 
A community newsletter with information about the proposal is being distributed to all properties in 
the areas that will be affected by the scheme.  A series of community information and feedback 
sessions are also planned to enable members of the community to discuss the proposal and 
provide feedback to the project team during the planning process.   
 
While there will be no formal presentations at these consultation sessions, information about the 
proposal will be on display and members of the project team will be available to discuss the 
proposal, answer questions and receive feedback.
