| refer to your email dated 15 January 2008 requesting that the Sydney East Region team
provide comments on the application for the redevelopment of Darling Walk.

Our review identifies the following matters:

(1) Commercial Activities

The recent release by the Premier of the Review into Sydney Convention and Exhibition Space
identify problems with convention facilities in the Metropolitan area and the need to enhance the
facilities to ensure that Sydney does not lose conventions to other Global and Australian cities.
This is particularly since conventions lost to other cities has impacts on the NSW economy.

The issues raised by this review is relevant to the Darling Walk redevelopment. It would appear
appropriate for the Proponent to respond to the review and identify what impact, if any, the
development of commercial office buildings might have on Darling Harbour's ability to host
exhibition and conventions.

(2) Car parking
The proposal justifies the provision of car parking based.on the future removal of the

Entertainment Centre car park. The EA documentation, though, is not clear on the timing of the
car park’s removal, if at all. :

The traffic assessment provided for the Darling Walk proposal also appears limited in scope.

The analysis in the traffic assessment and the approach taken do not appear to be consistent
with the Department’s Integrated Land Use and Transport policy package. This is particularly in
developing a public car park on the western edge of the CBD / eastern edge of Darling Harbour,
the approach of not considering shared car parking facilities, and the limited discussion on
public transport and encouraging its use. ,

Furthermore, there are questions of how it aligns with the priorities in the NSW State Plan and
the strategies in the Metropolitan Strategy.

The Proponent should respond to the above issues and demonstrate in detail its consistency
with the Department’s policy package, the Metropolitan Strategy and the State Plan in regards
to transport. _

Environmental Assessment Requirements. '

In addition to those matters already identified by the City, it is requested the
following details be provided with both applications:

1.  ENVIRONMENTAL MANAGEMENT PLAN

The proposed Environmental Management Plan should contain, however not be
limited to, the following:-

(a) Noise Management Plan:

(c) Erosioh and Sediment Control Plan;
(d) Air Pollution Control Management Plan; and
(e) Hazardous Materials Management Plan.
2. NOISE MANAGEMENT PLAN
THe proposed Noise Management should include, but not be limited to, the following

The proposed Acid Sulphate Soils Managemeht Plan is to be prepared in
accordance with the Department of Environment and Climate Change “Guidelfines
for Acid Sulphate Management Plans.”

The erosion and sediment control plan should include, however not be limited to, the

Specify how soil conservation measures will be conducted on site
including:

(iv) nature and extent of earthworks, including the amount of any cut
and fill

(v) where applicable, the diversion of runoff from upslope lands
around the disturbed areas

AIR POLLUTION

An air pollution (dust) management plan should be developed so as to prevent
the emission into the surrounding environment of gases, vapours, dust or
other impurities which are a nuisance, injurious or prejudicial to health.

HAZARDOUS MATERIALS MANAGEMENT PLAN

A Hazardous Materials Management Plan should be prepared and approved
by a suitably qualified person for the removal of all hazardous materials and
should include, however not be limited to the following:-

(a) Conform to the specifications and standards contained in Managing
Urban Stormwater: Soils and Construction

(b) Hazardous materials (characteristics and threshold quantities);
(c} Record keeping and reporting;

(d) Emergency Preparedness and response plan;

(e) Community Consultation;

() Work Schedules;

(g) Occupational Health and Safety and;

(h) Disposal.
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In addition to the above requirements, the following specific requirements are
recommended:

Major Project 08_0056 for demolition, infrastructure works and remediation
1. LAND CONTAMINATION

If the Site Audit Statement issued by the NSW DECC accredited auditor is
subject to conditions, these conditions should be discussed with the consent
authority before the Site Audit Statement is issued.

2. STORMWATER DIVERSION

Design and construction plans for any stormwater diversion works are to be
submitted to Council for approval and shall include details to enable the
assessment of impact upon its stormwater system. Any engineering plans are
to be drafted in accordance with the requirements of the City's Development
Specification for Civil Works — Design and Construction.

Major Project 08_0057 for bulk excavation and the construction of new
buildings and associated public domain works and road works

1.  WASTE AND RECYCLING

A Waste Management Plan is required demonstrating compliance with the
relevant provisions of Council's Policy for Waste Minimisation in New
Developments 2005 which requires facilities to minimise and manage waste
and recycling generated by the proposal.

2. PUBLIC DOMAIN PLAN

A Public Domain Plan is required and must be prepared by an architect, urban
designer or landscape architect showing all works to publicly accessible iand
and affected roads. The Public Domain Plan must be prepared in accordance
with the City of Sydney's Public Domain Manual, available on Council's
website.
