The application seeks to modify conditions resulting only from minor error or misdescription. Please
find enclosed an Application to Modify a Development Consent.

Proposed Modifications

Section 4.55(1) of the EPAA enables a consent authority to modify a development consent granted
by it to correct a minor error, misdescription or miscalculation. Subsections 4.55(1A), (2), (3), (5) and
(6) and Part 8 do not apply to such a modification.

The modification seeks to amend conditions within the Modification of Project Approval, dated 7
June 2018, to rectify a misdescription which makes reference to 213 units instead of 212 units and
errors relating to approved plan references.

As per our email and materials submitted on 28 February 2019, it is my understanding that the
misdescription of unit numbers can be traced to the Response to Submissions (RTS) package, which
incorrectly reference 213 units.

A very late change was made to the architectural plans prior to submission of the RTS to delete
Unit LG31 (1 bedroom apartment) in favour of plant allocation, and to subsequently reduce the
number of units that did not receive any direct sunlight at mid-winter.

The architectural plan set, including Lower Ground Floor Plan (Issue D) and the correct Area
Schedule referencing 212 apartments (94 x 1 bedroom dwellings), was submitted with the RTS in
October 2017.

There were subsequently further changes to the architectural plans, however, the stamped
approved plan set comprises a total of 212 apartments.

There is no change to the gross floor area of the proposed development, or the calculation of GFA
to be dedicated for affordable rental housing, as this was correctly referenced in the RTS package

and represented in the architectural drawings and area schedules.

The proposed modifications are detailed over page, with all changes highlighted in red.

Amend Condition B5 of Schedule 2 to reduce bicycle parking (misdescription):

pfans: A minimum number of bicycle parking spaces to be provided for the development

shall comply with the table below. Details confirming the parking numbers must be
submitted to the Certifying Authority prior to the issue of the relevant Construction
Certificate.

It is finally noted there is no need to amend Condition B4 of Schedule 2 to reflect changes to unit
numbers or car parking, as there are 6 x studio and 94 x 1 bedroom apartments within the approved
scheme of 212 apartments:

The maximum number of car spaces to be provided for the development shall comply with the
table below. Details confirming the parking numbers shall be submitted to the satisfaction of
the Certifying Authority prior to the issue of any amended Construction Certificate.

The City of Sydney Council prescribes a maximum 0.1 spaces per studio dwelling and 0.4 spaces
per 1 bedroom dwelling (see Clause 7.5(1)(b) of Sydney Local Environmental Plan 2012).

=(6x0.1) + (94 x0.4)
= 38.2 spaces

Condition B4 prescribes a maximum of 38 car parking spaces for the studio and 1 bedroom
dwellings (therefore no change required).

The calculation of visitor spaces as per Clause 7.5(1)(b) is as follows:
(v) for each dwelling up to 30 dwellings—0.167 spaces (= 5.01 spaces), and
(vi) for each dwelling more than 30 and up to 70 dwellings—O0.1 spaces (= 4 spaces), and
(vii) for each dwelling more than 70 dwellings—0.05 spaces (= 7.1 spaces),
= 16.11 spaces

Condition B4 prescribes a maximum of 16 visitor spaces (therefore no change required).

Conclusion

The proposed modification has a no environmental impacts, as its intention is only to resolve minor
errors and misdescription contained within the Modification of Project Approval.

The development to which the consent as modified relates is substantially the same development
as that for which the consent was originally granted.
