| refer to your email dated 10 August 2010 (Ref: Director General's Requirements — Hewlett
Packard Data Storage Facility) requesting the Roads and Traffic Authority (RTA) to provide
details of key issues and assessment requirements regarding the abovementioned development
for inclusion in the Director General's Erwironmental Assessment (EA) requirements.

The RTA would like the following issues to be induded in the transport and traffic impact
assessment of the proposed development:

L. Itis important that the development of the data. storage facility takes into consideration, and
contributes to the achievement of, transport objectives contained in this and other high-level
NSW Govermment strategies.

These strategies include the NSW State Plan and draft North West Subregional Strategy.
These policies share the aims of increasing the use of walking, cycling and public transport;
appropriately co-locating new urban development with existing and improved transport
services; and improving the efficiency of the road network.

By addressing both the supply of transport services and measures to manage demand for car
use, the EA report should demonstrate how users of the data storage facility, will be able to
make travel choices that support the achievement of relevant State Plan targets.

2. Dally and peak traffic movemnents likely to be generated by the proposed development
including the impact on nearby intersections and the need/associated funding for upgrading
or road improvement works (if required).

3. Details of the proposed accesses and the parking provisions associated with the proposed

development including compliance with the requirements of the relevant Australian
Standards {ie: turn paths, sight distance requirements, aisle widths, etc).

4, Proposed number of car parking spaces and compliance with the-appropriate parking codes.

5. Details of service vehicle movements (including vehicle type and likely arrival and departure
tmes).

6. The RTA requires the EA report to assess the implications of the proposed development for
non-car travel modes (including public transport use, walking and cycling); the potential for
implementing a location-specific sustainable travel plan (eg Travelsmart' or other travel
behaviour change initiative); and the provision of facilities to increase the non-car mode
share for travel to and from the site. This will entail an assessment of the accessibility of the
development site by public transport.

7. The RTA will require in due course the provision of a traffic management plan for ali
demoiition/construction activities, detailing vehicle routes, number of trucks, hours of
operation, access arrangements and traffic control measures.

Development Project from Hewlett Packard at Eastern Creek

Reference is made to your correspondence dated 10 August 2010 and accompanying
documentation giving Council an opportunity to comment on the Part 3A Major Development
Project from Hewlett Packard at Eastern Creek.

Please be advised Councif does not object in principle to the proposal over the site, but does
raise concerns 1o certain aspects of the proposal. Council's concerns are based on the
following:

Building Design and Presentation

All aspects of the building design concept must be assessed against Council's adopted
Eastern Creek Precinct Plan.

All the urban design provisions proposed for the development meet the controls required in
the Precinct Plan, particularly the 'private open space’ requirement (5% of total office area)
and the sethacks.

Piecase note that the subject site falls within Noise Emission Zone & and Category 1 Bush
Fire Prone Land and further evaluation will be needed.

Council requests that any landscaping strategy include a variety of suitable ground covers,
shrubs and frees to complement the height, scale, design and function of the deveiopment
by providing a variety of species which are endemic to the jocality.

The landscaping pians should also consider measures designed to enable easy long-term
maintenance of the property and a planting of a combination of 35 litre, 75 litre and 100 litre
trees. All shrubs to be planted are to have a minimum pot size of 200mm.

Traffic, Accessihility and Parking

As no plan has been submitted for the proposal, therefore TMS comments are very general
o meet the relevant standards. A {raffic Impact assessment report Is required as part the
proposal in order to address the following:

traffic generation

traffic safety

traffic management

accessibility for both light and commerciai vehicles

parking requirements for both light and commercial vehicles
furning path

loading and unloading facilities

*« 4 & o & o 9

All access driveways and internal circulation roads should be designed in compliance with
relevant Australian Standards.

Provision of car parking in terms of numbers and dimensions should comply with relevant
precinct plan/Councilt DGP.

Design of car parking area, aisle widths, driveway widths, manoeuvring areas, sight
distances, ramp grades, loading areas, headroom etc to conform to AS 2890.1-2004 and AS
2890.2-2002 for commercial vehicles.

All vehicles must enter and leave in the forward direction.
Stormwater Management

Given there are no layout plans for the proposal in the Preliminary Environmental
Assessment report by CBRE Town Planning dated August 2010.

Therefore it is hard to provide comment for the site. However NSW Department of

Planning should be advised that all works should be designed as per Blackiown City
Councils Engineering Guide for Development ~ 2005, Eastern Creek Precinct Plan - Stage 3
and the following parameters:

1. The internal pipe network is to be designed in accordance with the current Councit's
Engineering Guide for Development to carry the 20 year ARI storm flows without
surcharge. On site detention is not required as detention is provided in a regional basin.

2. Adrainage catchment plan is required to indicate what areas are draining to specific
stormwater pits prior to release of the Construction Certificate.

3. A DRAINS electrenic model must be provided and approved prior to release of the
Construction Certificate to demonstrate that the internal pipe network can safely carry
the 20 year ARI storm flows without surcharge. Blockage factors should be applied to all
inlet pits with lintels/grates at 0.5 for sags and 0.2 for pits on grade. For grate only inlets
the blockage factor should he 0.5 minimum,

4. Details are to be provided for the safe conveyance of overland flows within the site in
the 1 in 100 year ARI event with freeboard to the floor level when the pipe and pit
capacity is exceeded,

5. A minimum of 40% and preferably up io 80% of the non-potable water use for the
proposed development is {o be met through rainwater.

Prior to release of the Consiruction Certificate a hydraulic engineer is to prepare a non-
potable water supply and pipe plan for the site. This includes mains water bypass or
rainwater tank top up, filters, pumps, pipe sizes and fixtures together with appropriate
labelling of pipes and taps.

The regional detention basin contains some water quality treatment, however the level
of treatment is insufficient for the whole catchment. Documentary evidence is to be
provided from the subdivision approval as to the area that the regional basin raingarden
will treat and the area already approved io drain to it. If the water guality treatment of
the basin has already been committed to other developments full water quality treatment
will be required on site.

A drainage catchment plan is required to indicate what areas are draining to specific
Stormwater Quality Improvement Devices.

Where full water quality treatment is required on site the proposed development is to
achieve the objectives of Council’s current Water Quality Control Policy for a site over
5Ha prior to release of the Construction Certificate. This will require:

a) MUSIC madelling is to be undertaken to confirm that the water quality and rainwater
reuse provisicns have been met. Such modelling is to be undertaken in accordance
with Council's draft MUSIC guidelines. Council is able to supply MUSIC rainfall and
source node data for use in the model.

b) The limitation in MUSIC is that it does not consider hydrocarbons. The Water Quality
policy states that you need to achieve the greater of 90% of the total annual load, or
TPH < 10 mg/L from the whole site at all times. The Stormwater Management Plan
needs o address this.

c) Any bioretention swales should be in accordance with the information available from
www. monash.edu.auffawb.

d) The vegetation species specified for the bioretention swales are to be in accordance
with Council’s Draft IWCM HANDBOOK PART 5: VEGETATION SELECTION

GUIDE.

e) The roof systems to include a first flush systems typically capturing the first 2 mm of
rainfall with a jow flow outlet discharging to a bioretention swale or similar.

f) MUSIC modelling is required to include the first flush roof systems, any
proprietary products, bioretention swales or any other treatment nodes in accordance
with the MUSIC guidelines. Note MUSIC defines the surface area of the bioretention
system storage (i.e. the surface storage above the infiltration medium) in m2 is the
surface area at half the extended detention depth.

Where full water quality treatment is not required on site the proposed development is
to:

a) Provide a first flush system typically capturing the first 2 mm of rainfall from the roof,
with a low flow outlet discharging to a Gross Pollutant Trap. The main flow is then to
be directed to a rainwater tank which wili overflow to the regional basin, bypassing
the Gross Pollutant Trap.

b} Install a vortex style Gross Pollutant Trap (such as CDS) with oil baffle. The Gross
Pollutant Trap is to treat ail the flow from the site prior to discharge to the basin
excluding the overflow from the roof of rainwater tank;

¢) Undertake good general WSUD practise e.g. by directing parking areas or driveways
to gardens or grass swales before coliaction in pits.

The outlet to the regional basin is to match the requiremnents of the NSW Office of Water
natural stream discharge arrangements. Energy dissipation and scour protection is to
be provided, with calculations to justify the dimensions and sizes chosen.

Where Council is not the Certifying Authority an independent engineering consuitant is
to assess the final drainage plans and centify that the pipe/pit systems and water quality
requirements meet Council's design standard and the consent conditions.

A Maintenarice Schedule is to be prepared for each Stormwater Quality Improvement
Device prior to release of the Construction Certificate.

A Positive Covenant is to be provided over the Stormwater Quality Improvement
Devices as per Council’s Engineering Guide for Development, prior to occupation.

Prior to occupation, the hydraulic engineer is to certify that all the provisions of the non-
potable water supply and pipe plan have been installed as per the approved plan and
are operational.

Prior to occupation, the hydraulic engineer is to certify that all the Stormwater Quality
Improvement Devices and stormwater pipes and pits have been installed as per the
approved plan.

Please note, however, that this letter is in ho way to be perceived by the Department as an
endorsement of the proposal, or a reflection that Council will not be making a further
submission once the proposal is placed on formal public exhibition. Given that the proposal
is only conceptual at this stage, Council would appreciate the opportunity to comment on the
detailed plans at the exhibition stage. Council also reserves the right to raise additional
issues as deemed necessary upon exhibifion of the Final Envirenmental Assessment
Report.
