This email is in regards to the proposed modification to the Bettergrow Facility at 24 Davis Rd,
Wetherill Park. Apologies it has taken awhile to respond back as urgent matters were required to be
dealt with during time of the due submission. Council officers have reviewed the proposed
amendment to relocate the weighbridge, carparking and stormwater and have no issues regarding
the proposed modifications however provide the following recommendations to be considered:

e The included in the statement of commitments states that wherever possible, Eucalyptus
moluccana (Grey Box), Eucalyptus tereticornis (Forest Red Gum) and Corymbia maculata
(Spotted Gum) will be sourced for tree replacement, with other species endemic to
Cumberland Plain Woodlands (CPW) to be sourced in the event these species are
unavailable. Shrub species, where removed, will be replaced on a 2:1 ratio using species
endemic to CPW wherever possible.

It is advised that where possible, planting shall use advanced and established local native
trees with a minimum plant container pot size of 100 litres, or greater for local native tree
species which are commercially available. Other local native tree species which are not
commercially available may be sourced as juvenile sized trees or pre-grown from provenance
seed. It is recommended that propagation to start as soon as possible to meet the mentioned
commitment.

e The Traffic Impact Assessment states that traffic generation will be up to 432 movements per
day (TBC as part of the assessment). The applicant shall provide Council a Traffic
Management Plan and provide a breakdown of the types and the number of vehicles that are
anticipated to service the site throughout the day during the operational phase. This is to
ensure that the heavy vehicle generation under the forecasted traffic conditions can be
managed within the site without impacting on the adjoining external road network.

A Construction Traffic Management Plan detailing construction vehicle routes,
number of trucks, hours of operation, access arrangements and traffic control shall
be submitted to, and approved by Council’s Coordinator (Traffic and Transport) prior
to the issue of the Construction Certificate.
