PART B - PRIOR TO ISSUE OF THE RELEVANT CONSTRUCTION CERTIFICATE

81 COMPLIANCEWITH THE BUILDING CODE OF AUSTRALIA
Details shall be provided to the satisfaction of the Certifying Authority for a Construction Certificate, which
demonstrate that the proposal complies with the prescribed conditions of approval under clause g8 of the
Environmental Planning and Assessment Regulation 2000 in relation to the requirements of the Building
Code of Australia.

84 WELCOME SIGN
Prior to the issue of the relevant Construction Certificate for the installation of the Welcome Sign, the content
material and information to be included on the sign is to be submitted to the Secretary for information. The
location of the visitor centre in the lower concourse level is to be clearly illustrated and explained on the
signage to ensure that visitors and patrons are aware of the facilities available and how to access them on
the site.

85 OUTDOOR LIGHTING
All outdoor lighting shall comply with, where relevant, AS/N21158.3: 1999 Pedestrian Area (Category p)

PART C - PRIOR TO THE COMMENCEMENT OF CONSTRUCTION WORKS

C1 CONTACTTELEPHONENUMBER
Prior to the commencement of the works, the Applicant shall fonryard to Council a 24 hour telephone number
to be operated for the duration of the construction works.

C2 INTERPRETATION STRATEGY
Prior to the commencement of the interpretation works an lnterpretation Strategy is to be prepared and
submitted to the Conservation Manager of the OEH - NSW Heritage Division. The interpretation strategy
should include an approach to developing:
a) a meaningful and comprehensive selection of stories about the place;
b) relevant information outlining the cultural and heritage value of the SOH site. Specifically emphasising

the significant role of the Monumental Steps in the sequence of spaces when approaching and
experiencing the SOH site; and

c) relevant information on the social and development history that incorporates a time line of the original
design and construction phases. The information on the social history is to include material relating to
performances at the SOH and world renowned artists and curators that have visited and performed at
the site.

All the interpretation material to be included in the visitor centre in the lower concourse and on the welcome
sign must be presented using the highest quality of design. A consistent font style and size must be used
that complies with the Signage Manual in accordance with the SOH Management Plan (2005).

C3 HERITAGE CONSULTANT
Prior to the commencement of works, a suitably qualified heritage consultant is to be nominated for the
works. The name and qualifications of the consultant is to be submitted and approved by the Conservation
Manager of the OEH - NSW Heritage Division.

C4 CONSERVATION
Prior to the commencement of works, the nominated heritage consultant shall be consulted with the
Applicant, or any party acting upon this approval, prior to the selection of tradespeople to ensure all work is
carried out by suitably qualified tradespeople with practical experience in conservation and restoration of
heritage items.

C5 HOARDING
(1) Where relevant, a separate application under section 138 of the Roads Act 1993 is to be made to

the relevant road authority to erect a hoarding and/or scaffolding in a public road and such
application is to include:
(a) architectural, construction and structural details of the design as well as proposed artwork;

and
(b) structural certification prepared and signed by an appropriately qualified practising structural

engrneer.
(2) Evidence of the issue of a Structural Works lnspection Certificate and structural certification will be

required prior to the commencement of construction works on site.

(3) Where relevant, a separate application shall be made to Council for approval under Section 68 of the
Local Government Act, 1993, to erect a hoarding or scaffolding in a public place (if applicable) owned
and maintained by the City of Sydney.

D2 GENERAL HERITAGE REQUIREME/VTS / DEMOLITION AND REMOVAL OF MATERIAL
The proposed works including all demolition and removal of materials are to be carried out in a manner that
minimises unnecessary demolition, alterations, and new penetrations/fixings to significant fabric.

All existing elements and finishes of the SOH building must be protected from damage during the course of
works

The nominated heritage consultant shall inspect the demolition and removal of material to ensure that there
is no unapproved loss removal of significant fabric or elements have occurred.

D3 APPEARANCE
All temporary hoardings and barricading are to be designed and constructed to minimise their visual and
physical impact on the affected area and on visitors and occupants of the SOH.

D4 PUBLIC WAY
The public way owned and maintained by the City of Sydney, must not be obstructed and the roadway and
footway is to be clear at all times.

D5 ENVIRONMENTAL CO'VSTRUCTION AND SITE MANAGEMENT PLAN
The Applicant must undertake all works in accordance with the Construction Environmental Management
