I refer to the Exhibition of State Significant Development received for 60-78 Regent St, Redfern
(SSD6724) 


A preliminary investigation has indicated that a substation/s will be required in order to supply the
development (I note a substation space has also been allocated in the architectural drawings
provided). 


The developer is required to make a formal submission to Ausgrid by means of a duly completed
Connection Application form, to allow Ausgrid to assess any impacts on its infrastructure and
determine the electrical supply requirements for the development. 


In general, works to be considered by Ausgrid include, but are not limited to, the following: 


- Changes in electrical load requirements 
- Changes to Ausgrids infrastructure (ie. asset relocations, decommissioning substations etc.) 
- Works affecting Ausgrids easements, leases and/ or right of ways 
- Changing the gradients of any roads or paths 
- Changing the level of roads or foot paths 
- Widening or narrowing of roads 
- Closing roads or laneways to vehicles 
- In all cases Ausgrid is to have 24 hour access to all its assets 


The developer is to ensure that the proposed works do not contravene Ausgrids technical
standards and statutory requirements, in regards to the safe and reliable operation and
maintenance of Ausgrid's network.
