MODIFICATION TO CAMPBELL’S STORES, THE ROCKS (SSD 7056 MOD 1) – 
RESPONSE TO SUBMISSIONS  

We write on behalf of Tallawoladah Pty Ltd (the Proponent) regarding the proposed Modification to 
SSD 7056, which seeks consent for amendments to the Bay 12 area in order to facilitate the retention 
and preservation of State significant archaeological material identified during approved construction 
works in October 2017.  

The application was publicly exhibited between 19 April 2018 and 2 May 2018. A total of 4 
submissions were received during the formal exhibition period from state and local government 
agencies, including: 

• City of Sydney Council;  

• NSW Environment Protection Authority; 

• NSW Office of Environment and Heritage; and  

• Transport for NSW.  

No public submissions were received.  

Correspondence was received on 3 May 2018 from the NSW Department of Planning and 
Environment requesting that the proponent provide a written response to the submissions received by 
1 June 2018. The project team have reviewed the 4 submissions received to date and have provided a 
response to each of the matters raised at Table 1.  

We note the City of Sydney, OEH Heritage Division and Transport for NSW have provided 
recommended conditions of consent to be incorporated into the modified instrument. The Proponent 
raises no objection to these recommendations. A list of revised ‘conditions to be modified’ is provided 
in the following section.

The Modification Report, dated March 2018, provided a list of ‘Modifications to Conditions’ required to 
facilitate the proposed amendments to the Bay 12 area. The list of ‘conditions to be modified’ has 
been updated to address the recommendations provided by the City of Sydney, OEH Heritage 
Division and Transport for NSW. Words proposed to be deleted are shown in bold strike through and 
words to be inserted are shown in bold italics.

• external and internal building works to facilitate the adaptive re-use of the Campbell’s Stores;  

• reconfiguration of the existing outdoor covered dining area to the east of Campbell’s Stores and 
construction of a new outdoor dining area to the west of Campbell’s Stores; 

• construction of a new outdoor dining area to the north of Campbell’s Stores with basement 
storage, public amenities and plant; and

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PART B PRIOR TO ISSUE OF THE RELEVANT CONSTRUCTION CERTIFICATE 

Construction Traffic and Pedestrian Management Plan 

B13. Prior to the issue of the relevant construction certificate, the Applicant shall prepare update 
the Construction Pedestrian and Traffic Management Plan (CPTMP) in consultation with the CBD 
Coordination Office within TfNSW and Sydney Light Rail Team. The CPTMP needs to specify, but 
not limited to, the following…  

The Applicant shall submit a copy of the final plan to the Coordinator General, CBD Coordination 
Office Transport Coordination for approval, prior to the commencement of any relevant work.  

 

Interpretation Plan  

B17.  An Interpretation Strategy and Plan shall be prepared by an experienced interpretation 
specialist and submitted to the Heritage Council for comment in two stages: 

a) Stage 1 Interpretation Strategy prior to the issue of a Construction Certificate. The Strategy is to 
include the display of industrial equipment as noted in the endorsed CMP (2014), and its 
applicable interpretation policies, and qualifying provision for archaeological discovery and 
uncovered heritage items during construction that are identified and can be utilised for 
interpretation.   

b) Stage 1A Addendum to Interpretation Strategy prior to the issue of a Construction 
Certification. The Addendum is to address the retention and preservation of the identified 
State significant archaeological material within Bay 12.  

c) Stage 2 Interpretation Plan developed in consultation between the applicant’s interpretation 
specialist and the Heritage Council, during the construction period incorporating any 
archaeology discovery or uncovered heritage items. The Interpretation Plan is to be submitted 
to NSW Heritage for information before the Final Occupation Certificate. 

 

PART D DURING CONSTRUCTION 

Archaeology 

D8.   All archaeological works shall be in accordance with the approved research design and 
methodology outlined in Austral Archaeology report dated 27 September 2016 (Appendix C of the 
Second Response to Submissions Report) and Appendix 1: Archaeological Statement of Heritage 
Impact for Proposed Redesign of Bay 12 dated 12 March 2018 (Appendix C of the SSD_7056: 
Campbell's Stores, The Rocks Modification Report).  
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ADDITIONAL CONDITIONS  
As recommended by the Heritage Division, the following additional conditions should be incorporated 
into Part D (during construction) and Part E (prior to occupation or commencement of use) of the 
Modified Instrument.  

Conservation Specialist – Bay 12  

1.  The separating fabric used to cover the remains along the line of the proposed block work 
retaining wall to the viewing window shall be confirmed with a conservation specialist/materials 
conservator prior to finalising the design detail and construction. This should confirm and adopt that 
advice for the separating materials used to for reburied archaeological remains across the site. 

2.  The services of a Conservation Specialist shall be obtained for the project to address and 
advise on initial and ongoing management of the archaeological resources. This shall include 
preparation of a report to advise on matters including methods of exposure and maintenance resulting 
from changes in ambient temperature and humidity and exposure to direct sunlight. The document 
shall also include an ongoing maintenance routine and monitoring (if recommended) for the site’s 
future manager. This report shall be submitted for approval of the DPE within 6 months of the 
commencement of the modification based on consultation with the Heritage Council of NSW or its 
delegate. This report should be prepared for inclusion of the Conservation Program required by 
Condition E1.  

3.  The Applicant shall confirm who will be responsible for ongoing maintenance, monitoring and 
follow-up work recommended by the Conservation Specialist Report the displayed archaeological 
resources This advice must be provided in writing for the information of the Secretary of the DPE and 
the Heritage Council of NSW within 12 months of the commencement of the modification.
