Reference is made to the Department of Planning and Environment (DP&E) letter dated 12
September 2017, regarding the abovementioned application which was referred to Roads and
Maritime Services (Roads and Maritime) for comment.

Roads and Maritime has reviewed the submitted documentation and raises no objection to the
State Significant Development application. The following comments are provided for consideration
in the determination of the application (and to be addressed in the preparation of any Stage 2
development application):

1. The layout of the proposed car parking areas associated with the subject development
(including, driveways, grades, turn paths, sight distance requirements in relation to landscaping
and/or fencing, aisle widths, aisle lengths, and parking bay dimensions) should be in
accordance with AS 2890.1- 2004, AS2890.6-2009 and AS 2890.2 — 2002 for heavy vehicle
usage.

2. Car parking provision should be in accordance with Council’s requirements.

3. All service vehicles (including garbage collection, building maintenance vehicles and coaches)
and taxis associated with the proposed development should be accommodated within the
development site.

Any Stage 2 development application should provide an assessment of the service vehicle
demands and adequacy of proposed loading areas and taxi pick-up/set-down areas, to
demonstrate that the development’s facilities can cater for the demands of the ultimate
development on site.
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4. A Construction Traffic Management Plan detailing construction vehicle routes, number of
trucks, hours of operation, access arrangements and traffic control will need to be submitted to
Council and Transport for NSW’s Sydney Coordination Office for approval prior to the issue of
a Construction Certificate.
