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Introduction 

 

Council previously approved a Construction Traffic Management Plan (CTMP) for the 

abovementioned mixed use development (prepared by TTPA, dated December 2021 – 

Issue B).  
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The previously approved CTMP reviewed the traffic, pedestrian and parking 

arrangements to be implemented during demolition, excavation and construction of the 

abovementioned mixed use development on the site, as required by DA consent 

condition No. 41 for DA2018/01197 and amending DA2022/00448.  

 

This CTMP has been prepared to address part of Requirement 9 set out in the SEARs, 

which reads: 

 

“If the construction of the development would cause interruptions to regular 

pedestrian and transport routes (including public transport, active transport or 

general traffic), a preliminary Construction Traffic (or Transport) Management 

Plan (CTMP) should be prepared as part of the TIA to mitigate any such impacts.” 

 

In this regard, it is noted that the previously approved development has completed its 

excavation works and has since stopped construction works on site since March 2024.  

 

The southern side of Dangar Street as well as the eastern side of Charles Street (along the 

site frontage/s) were approved to be occupied by a secured compound along the Council 

verge/roadway area. These secured compound area/s were approved for use as site 

office/amenities area & a drive-thru loading/unloading area associated with the 

construction, respectively, and would remain until the completion of the construction 

programme.  

 

The only change to the previously approved CTMP as a result of the uplift will result in 

an increase in the construction timeframe of approximately 18 months for the additional 

levels across the new building.  

 

All other details approved in the previously approved CTMP, including, but not limited 

to, truck sizes and types, number of truck movements, secured site fencing and compound 

area/s and traffic control arrangements remain generally unchanged.

responsibility for its implementation which is to be undertaken by others. 

 

Site 

 

The subject site is located on the southeastern corner of the Dangar Street and Charles 

Street intersection, extending through to Hannell Street at the rear of the site, and is 

bounded by the Newcastle Interchange to the south of the site.  

 

The site is irregular in shape and has street frontages of approximately 61m to Dangar 

Street, 52m to Charles Street, and 55m to Hannell Street, and occupies an area of 

approximately 2,904m2 (Figures 1 and 2).

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The site is currently vacant of structure, with the buildings demolished and excavation 

completed as part of the previous approvals on the site, as can be seen in the recent aerial 

image of the site and its surroundings reproduced below.

Existing Road Network 

 

Charles Street has a typical pavement width of approximately 9.8m wide, with two-way 

traffic flows. South of the Dangar Street intersection, Charles Street is restricted to a one-

way southbound traffic flow only. Unrestricted kerbside parking is generally permitted 

along both sides of Charles Street, including along the site frontage.  

SITE 

A-Class hoarding installed around 

perimeter of the site and along the 

verge/roadway area is to remain until the 

completion of the construction works 
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Notwithstanding, as mentioned in the foregoing, a secured compound area has been 

installed along the eastern side of the roadway, extending along the entire site frontage to 

allow loading/unloading throughout the construction of the development site. 

 

Dangar Street has a typical pavement width of approximately 8.5m wide, with two-way 

traffic flows permitted and terminates outside the eastern end of the site. Kerbside parking 

is prohibited in the vicinity of the cul-de-sac turning head area.  

 

A secured compound area is also located along the southern side of the roadway, 

extending along the entire site frontage.  

 

Proposed Development 

 

As mentioned in the foregoing, development consent as well as an approved Construction 

Traffic Management Plan has been issued for the development site, with the excavation 

completed and construction works stopped on site since March 2024.  

 

The proposed development involves the construction of a new 43-storey mixed-use 

development, comprising a ground floor retail and a hotel & residential (including co-

living units) component on the levels above. Off-street parking is proposed in a new 

three-level basement parking area, with vehicular access provided via a new entry/exit 

driveway located off the Dangar Street site frontage.  

 

Whilst it is noted that there will be an uplift for the development site, the proposed 

additional levels will not result in any substantial changes to the previously approved 

CTMP for the site, noting there will not be any additional basement levels.  

 

All details within the previously approved CTMP, including, but not limited to, truck 

types/sizes and routes, construction methodology and traffic control plans remain 

generally unchanged.  

 

The only change as a result of the uplift will be an increase in the construction timeframe 

of approximately 18 months.  

 

A copy of the previously approved CTMP (approved by Council) has been reproduced in 

Appendix A.  

 

Furthermore, it is worth noting that there will not be any additional basement parking 

levels, with the future off-street parking to be provided in the three-level basement 

parking area which has already been excavated/completed as part of the previous 

approvals on the site.  

 

Construction Schedule 

 

The remaining construction activities are expected to be undertaken over a duration of 

approximately 43 months as set out below.

* Overall duration of works increased by 18 months when compared to approved CTMP 
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Demolition, excavation, construction work and deliveries of building material and 

equipment will not take place outside the hours of 7:00am to 6:00pm Monday to Friday 

and 8:00am to 1:00pm on Saturday, in accordance with the Construction Noise 

Guidelines set out by the NSW Environmental Protection Authority. No work and no 

deliveries are to take place on Sundays or Public Holidays. 

 

Where it is necessary for works to occur outside of the above hours, approval for an 

“outside of hours works permit” will be obtained by Council prior to the activity 

commencing. 

 

Loading & Unloading Activities 

 

Given the future basement/building footprint will largely be built-to-boundary, it will be 

impossible for trucks to load/unload within the site. 

 

As such, consistent with the previously approved CTMP, all construction vehicles will be 

loaded/unloaded within the works compound and loading/unloading area which has been 

installed along the Charles Street site frontage, as detailed on the Traffic Control Plan. 

 

Deliveries will typically arrive on small and medium rigid trucks with the occasional 

12.5m long rigid truck, as illustrated on the attached swept turning path diagrams.  

 

The previously approved/proposed drive-thru loading/unloading arrangement will allow 

safe loading/unloading of trucks, noting the development site is in proximity to the 

pedestrian crossing outside the Newcastle Interchange, just south of the site. 

 

It is pertinent to note that the proposed arrangements would also allow the local traffic 

movements along Charles Street to be maintained unobstructed at all times.  

 

In this regard, where it is proposed to occupy or carry out works on public roads or 

Council controlled lands, the person acting on this consent shall obtain all applicable 

Permits from Council in accordance with Section 68 (Approvals) of the Local 

Government Act 1993 and/or Section 138 of the Roads Act 1993. 

 

SafeWork (formerly RMS)-accredited traffic controllers will be present at all times during 

truck movements to assist with truck manoeuvring and pedestrian safety.  

 

The tower crane that has been installed will allow the transfer of materials onto site. B-

Class hoarding will be installed above the footpath area along the Hannell site frontage 

which will allow the footpath to remain open to pedestrians.  

 

All materials are to be stored on site. At no time are materials to be stored on Charles 

Street, Dangar Street or any other road or Council property. The site manager will ensure 

that multiple deliveries do not occur at the same time, unless they can all be 

accommodated on site and/or within the secured compound area along Charles Street.  

 

Hoarding & Site Amenities 

 

In order to continue protecting the public and prohibit unauthorised entry, A-Class 

hoarding which has been installed along the perimeter of the site and the secured 

compound area/s will remain in place until the completion of the construction works.  

 

As the building progresses, B-Class overhead hoarding will be installed above the 

footpath area along the Hannell Street site frontage, allowing the footpath area to remain 

open to pedestrians.  
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Amenities and site sheds will be placed along the southern side of the Dangar Street site 

frontage, within the previously approved secured compound area. 

 

Sediment Control 

 

All practicable measures must be taken to ensure that vehicles leaving the site do not 

deposit mud or debris on the road. All equipment, including truck wheels, shall be washed 

before exiting the site using manual or automated sprayers and drive-through washing 

bays. 

 

Any mud or debris deposited on the road must be cleaned up immediately in a manner 

that does not pollute waters (i.e. by sweeping or vacuuming). 

 

Where dust nuisance is likely to occur, suitable screens and/or barricades shall be erected 

during the demolition, excavation and building works. If necessary, water sprays shall be 

used on the site to reduce the emission of dust.  

 

In this regard, screening shall consist of minimum 2m in height of shade cloth or similar 

material secured to a chain wire fence. 

 

Neighbouring Properties 

 

All neighbouring properties are to have their access maintained at all times. All nearby 

residents will be updated on a regular basis and at key construction stages with respect to 

the construction process, particularly in relation to construction vehicles movements, and 

be provided with a phone number to contact the site manager. 

 

Construction Truck Routes 

 

All heavy vehicles involved in the remaining construction of the proposed development 

would approach and depart the site via Charles Street, which remains generally consistent 

with the previously approved route map on Figure 3.  

 

The site manager will ensure that the route map is prominently displayed on the site and 

that all contractors and employees are given a copy of the route map and understand their 

obligations as part of their site induction procedure.  

 

Light traffic roads and those subject to load or height limits will be avoided as well as 

minimising heavy vehicle movements during school peak periods.   

 

Truck Movements 

 

The proposed development is expected to generate the following truck movements for the 

remaining construction activities on the site: 

 

1. Large Concrete Pours - there are approximately 46 major concrete pours and a 

similar number of minor pours. Major pours would take approximately 8 hours to 

pour with 6 trucks per hour or 40 to 50 truck movements per day. Smaller pours 

would have a similar amount of truck movements per hour however the duration 

would be a lot shorter say 3 to 4 hours maximum.  

 

2. General Deliveries - these would occur intermittently throughout the project with 

the major deliveries being reinforcing steel, plasterboard and bricks. The remainder 

would generally comprise smaller truck deliveries.  
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Traffic Control Plan 

 

A Traffic Control Plan has been prepared to facilitate the remaining construction 

activities on the subject site.  

 

In this regard, it is noted that the Traffic Control Plan remains consistent with the 

previously approved plan, with no changes proposed to the plan. 

 

The plan illustrates the traffic arrangements to be implemented when trucks are entering 

and exiting the secured compound loading/unloading area which has been installed on the 

eastern side of the Charles Street site frontage. Key features of the Traffic Control Plan 

are: 

 

• advance warning signs alerting approaching traffic of the presence of possible road 

works and traffic controllers ahead 

 

• warning signs (T8-3) & (T8-4) alerting pedestrians of minor diversions, installed to 

the perimeter of the secured compound area 

 

• a pedestrian footpath area is to be maintained along the southern side of the 

property boundary, allowing pedestrian connection between Hannell Street and 

Charles Street 

 

• a drive-thru loading/unloading area within the Charles Street Council verge area 

which is detailed above 

 

• all traffic control measures, including signs and traffic cones are to be removed at 

the end of each working day (except where related to pedestrians) 

 

• trucks are to enter the kerbside loading/unloading area from the north along Charles 

Street and depart to the west onto Station Street 

 

• traffic controllers situated at opposite ends of the loading/unloading area in Charles 

Street who will encourage southbound drivers to slow down as they drive past 

potential construction vehicles and to also monitor pedestrian activity 

 

The Traffic Control Plans have been prepared generally in accordance with TfNSW 

Traffic Control at Work Sites – Technical Manual, Issue No. 6.1, 2022 and the Standards 

Australia publication AS1742.3:2019 Traffic Control Devices for Work Sites on Road. 

 

Tradesmen/Contractor Parking & Public Transport 

 

The site manager will ensure that there is adequate on-site parking available for 

employee, tradesperson and construction vehicles, where practical. Parking shall be 

provided in the basement car parking area as soon as is practicable. 

 

In this regard, the site is located directly adjoining Newcastle Interchange Station, which 

is serviced by the CCN Central Coast & Newcastle Line operating between Newcastle 

Interchange and Central via Strathfield or Gordon, as well as the Hunter Line operating 

between Scone or Dungog and Newcastle Interchange. Trains typically operate out of 

Newcastle Interchange Station every 10-50 minutes throughout the day. 

 

Newcastle Interchange Station also services the Newcastle Light Rail, operating between 

Newcastle Interchange to Newcastle Beach. The light rail service has high-frequency 

‘turn-up-and-go’ services 7 days per week, departing approximately every 7-8 minutes in 

peak periods, and every 15 minutes at all other times. 
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In addition to the rail services, a major bus interchange is also available outside of 

Newcastle Interchange Station servicing an extensive range of bus routes, including the 

11, 12, 13, 22, 23, 24, 26, 28, 47, 130, 131, 138, 140, 160, 266 and 10X bus services 

which operate on the Hunter Bus Network, and the 150, 151, 152 bus services which 

operate on the Newcastle and Hunter Network. 

 

Permits 

 

All activities and works external to the site, or that affect public roads, are to be carried 

out in accordance with Council’s Policies including but not limited to the Works on 

Council’s Road Reserve Assets Policy, Rubbish Skips Policy, Work Zone Policy and 

Temporary Road Closure (Including Stand Plant) Policy. 

 

All necessary permits such as hoarding, on-street mobile plant, roadway/footpath/nature 

strip occupation, work zones etc. will require separate approval from Council and/or the 

Transport Management Centre.  

 

A road-opening permit shall be obtained for all works carried out on public or Council 

controlled lands. Any related task-specific Traffic Control Plans will be prepared by the 

respective contractor and provided under separate cover. 

 

Site Inductions 

 

The requirements of this Construction Traffic Management Plan must be followed by the 

demolition, excavation and construction contractors, builders, owner and any 

subcontractors.  

 

The site manager will ensure that site inductions occur on a regular basis or as deemed 

necessary to ensure all new employees are aware of the construction management 

obligations.

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1.0 Introduction 
 
A Development Application has been approved by the City of Newcastle for 

construction of a mixed-use development at 10 Dangar Street, Wickham (Figure 1). 

 

This report has been prepared in satisfaction of Consent Condition № 43 of DA - 

2018/01197 which requires submission of a Construction Traffic Management Plan as 

part of the Construction Certificate documentation.   
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2.0 Proposed Development Scheme 
 

2.1 Site, Context and Existing Circumstances 
The site (Figure 2) occupies a large irregular shaped area of some 2904m2 with 

frontages to Hannell Street, Dangar Street and Charles Street.  The site, is 

immediately to the north of the Railway Station and to the west of the Throsby arm of 

the Hunter River. 

 

The surrounding area comprises: 

 The Wickham Heavy Rail Terminal Light Rail Station and Bus Interchange which 

adjoins to the southern boundary 

 the single dwellings and new multi-level residential apartment building on Dangar 

Street 

 the small commercial buildings and multi-level residential apartment based 

mixed use building on Charles Street 

 The former car dealership use on the site is currently being demolished.  

 

2.2 Approved Development 
Consent was granted to demolish the existing building and construct a new 14 level 

building comprising: 

 97 residential apartments  

 7120m2   commercial floorspace 

 1107m2   retail floorspace 

 

A total of 198 parking spaces will be provided with vehicle access on the Charles Street 

frontage. 
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Details of the approved development scheme are provided on the plans prepared by 

Team 2 Architects which are reproduced in part in Appendix A. 

 

2.3 Construction Program 
A process has been established for completion of the various work processes as 

follows: 

Excavation 12 months 
Construction 13 months 
Fit Out 12 months 
 Total: 27 months 

  

2.4 Construction Process 

Excavation 
This activity will involve excavation for the basement carpark and this process is 

anticipated to take 12 months to complete using Truck&Dog(17.6m) units.  The truck 

activity associated with this process will average some 25 visitations a day and trucks 

will enter and depart the site in a forward direction under Traffic Controller supervision 

travelling to and from Pacific Highway or Hannell Street or Maitland Road via Charles 

Street.  The number of workers on-site will be some 20 persons, they will be able to 

park on the site during this process and will be encouraged at all times to utilise the 

highly accessible bus services which exist in the vicinity of the site and alternatively to 

car pool wherever possible. Secure Storage will be provided on-site for workers 

equipment to avoid the need to transport the equipment to avoid the need to transport 

the equipment to/from the site each day. 

Construction  
The construction phase will be the process of longest duration (approximately 13 

months) and at peak activity involve in the order of 100 people on the site any one 

time. 

The movement of heavy vehicles will reduce to an average of around 2 visitations per 
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day with more during concrete pours (up to 10 deliveries).  No parking will be available 

for workers on the site, workers will continue to utilise the highly accessible public 

transport services which exist in the vicinity of the site and alternatively to car pool 

wherever possible. 

The provision for loading/unloading for this process will involve truck standing in a 

protected unloading zone on Charles Street with all materials be unloaded and stored 

within the site using a site crane. 

In the event of large concrete pours, Dangar Street will be closed to facilitate concrete 

trucks and pump standing area.  

Fitout 
The fitout phase will take some 12 months to complete and will involve some 250 

workers on the site at one time. The movement of delivery trucks will be some 12-15 

per day using the unloading area with some deliveries also using the new loading 

dock. There will be no on-site parking for construction workers as they will continue 

to be advised to utilise the public transport services. Secure storage is still available 

on site for workers’ tools and equipment. 
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3.0 Road Network and Traffic Conditions 
 

3.1 Road Network 
The road network serving the site (Figure 3) comprises: 

 Hannell Street/Stewart Avenue – a State Road and arterial route running north - 

south through the western edge of the Newcastle Centre 

 Donald Street/Parry Street – a State Road and arterial route running east – west 

as part of the Newcastle Link Road 

 Hunter Street/Maitland road – a State Road and sub-arterial route connecting 

between Newcastle CBD and the New England Highway 

 Tudor Street – a collector road linking to the west of Hunter Street 

 Dangar Street, Charles Street and Station Street – a local access road system 

which connects to Hannell Street with Dangar Street bring a Short cul-de-sac.  

 

3.2 Traffic Controls 
The traffic controls applied to the road system in the area (Figure 4) comprise: 

 the one-way easterly traffic restriction on Bishopgate Street and one-way 

westerly on Station Street 

 the traffic signals along Hannell Street including the Hunter Street, Honeysuckle 

Drive and Throsby Street 

 the controls at the railway level crossings on Hannell Street and Railway Street 

 the left turn IN/OUT control on Bishopgate Street at Hannell Street 

 the one-way westerly traffic restriction on Grey Street.  
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3.3 Traffic Conditions 
An indication of the traffic conditions on the road system in the vicinity of the site is 
provided by data published by TfNSW and the TfNSW data is expressed in Annual 
Average Daily Traffic (AADT) and the most recent data reveals the following: 

Location AADT 
Stewart Avenue, South of Parry Street Northbound 9,508 

 

While results of surveys undertaken during the morning and afternoon peak periods in 
the vicinity of the site are shown on Figure 5.  

The operational performance of intersections in the area under the prevailing peak 

traffic demands is quite satisfactory and without any significant congestion or delay. 

 

3.4 Public Transport 
Numerous bus routes operate through the Interchange at the adjacent Light Rail 

Station providing comprehensive accessibility to/from the Newcastle area (See 

Appendix B details). While the light rail system also provides for the area and 

connection to the Main Northern Rail Line. 
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4.0 Proposed Construction Traffic Management Plan 
 

4.1 Construction Vehicle Route 
Truck movements associated with the excavation, construction and fit out processes 
will approach and depart the site as indicated in Figure 6 and provision for truck 
“layover” will be made in Cowper Street North east of Hannell Street. 
 

4.2 Truck Movements 
The envisaged truck arrivals will be: 
 

Excavation 25 per day 

Construction 2 per day (plus 10 during concrete pours) 

Fit Out 12 – 15 per day 

 

4.3 Construction Hours 
Construction work that generates noise that is audible at residential premises is to be 
restricted to the following times:  
 
 7.00am – 6.00pm  Monday to Friday 
 
 8.00am – 1.00pm Saturday 

 No work Sunday and public holidays 
 

4.4 Cranage and Materials Handling 
A site crane will be installed to unload (and load) trucks standing within the bounds 

of a jersey kerb in a designated unloading area with all materials stored within the 

site. 

 
 

4.5 Site Induction 
All workers and visitors on the site will be subject to a formal ‘site induction’ process

and all the inductions will be performed specific to each trade according to WHS 

requirements will include instruction in regard to the requirements of the CTMP and 

specified construction vehicle routes. 

 

4.6 Traffic Control Plan 
Traffic Control Plans are provided in Appendix C, while any required additional TCP’s 

will be prepared by the Traffic Control Contractor and submitted to Council for 

approval.  

 

Traffic controllers will be placed at the site entry and exit points to control heavy vehicle 

movements in order to maintain the safety of pedestrians and other road users. 

 

4.7 Traffic Management Plan 
The proposed traffic management arrangements for the works are provided in Figures 

7A to 7G, including: 

 vehicle access points 

 storage areas 

 jersey kerbs 

 unloading area 

 office and amenities 

 B Class hoarding and A-Class fencing 

 Traffic Controllers 

 concrete truck standing area 

 temporary road closure 

 

Further details of the construction arrangements are provided in the Site Management 

Plans are reproduced in Appendix D.  

 

Details of on-site turning for trucks is provided in Appendix E. 
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4.8 Light Rail, TfNSW & Sydney Trains Interaction 
The Newcastle interchange provides access to the Light Rail, Heavy Rail and Bus 

Interchange. Access to the Wickham terminal can be via the bus interchange, Hannell 

Street or Station Street. The Newcastle Interchange Site Management Plan (Appendix 

F) should be read in conjunction with this CTMP.  

 

Emergency access for the Newcastle Interchange for emergency personnel shall 

remain unimpeded. At no time will a full road occupancy along Charles Street or 

Station Street take place. Access to Station Street and its parking for NSW Trains, 

Taxis, Kiss & Ride or any emergency vehicle will remain open at all times. 

 

The site management plans are reproduced in Appendix G regarding the interaction 

between the development and TfNSW.

4. Emergency planning committee (EPC) 

An EPC has been established to manage a number sites within NSW Trains aligned to NSW 
Trains area manager responsibilities.  

5. Emergency control organisation (ECO) 

The ECO prioritises the safety of occupants and visitors at a site during an incident or 
emergency and their safety takes precedence over asset protection. The following ECO 
positions are on site: ECO members should be trained in their specific roles. 
The following ECO positions are on site: chief warden, wardens and first aiders. 
ECO members are to be trained in their specific roles. For more information, refer to 
Attachment 5: ECO team roles and responsibilities 
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In the event of an incident, wardens with first aid qualifications are not required to 
perform first aid duties until the evacuation is complete and they are no longer required 
to fulfil warden responsibilities. 

6. Emergency response notification procedures 

In the event of an incident or emergency, the following all-hazard five initial steps must be followed: 
1. Quickly assess the risk 
2. Call (0) 000 if required e.g. life threatening situation 
3. Call the relevant network control officer 
4. For rail incidents call the Network Services Coordination Centre 
5. Call the line manager 

For specific hazard response procedures refer to Attachment 3: Rail Emergency Reference 
Pocket Guide. 

At the worksite, the following notification systems will be used: fire alarms, public address 
systems, worksite employees, wireless radios and telephones. 

7. Emergency equipment 

In the event of an incident or emergency, the following emergency equipment is available on 
site:

In the event of an incident or emergency, the ECO shall follow the direction of police and 
emergency services, when given. The nominated assembly areas for the Newcastle Interchange 
and Newcastle Bus Interchange shown below.

During an evacuation occupants should take their personal belongings with them, if safe to do 
so.

9. Lockdown procedure 

In the event of an incident or emergency the ECO shall follow the direction of policy and 
emergency services, when given. When information is received about an incident where 
lockdown is required, the following procedure must occur. 

1. Chief Warden, using the Emergency Warning and Intercommunication System (EWIS) or 
equivalent communication system, announces to occupants that the building is in lockdown 
and they are to secure their work area and turn off lights, if required. 
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2. Lifts to be grounded, if applicable. 
3. Security is to ensure that CCTV, operated by Sydney Trains, remains operational. 
4. All occupants in the building are to remain in the building until advised. Wardens are to 

move occupants towards a safe place. 
5. Wardens to advise managers to keep occupants calm and to follow instructions. 
6. Wardens are to notify any inbound persons e.g. visitors or returning occupants, that the 

building is in lockdown and not to return. 
7. Limit movement of occupants and encourage them to keep quiet. 
8. Occupants are to remain in place until the chief warden or emergency services advise 

otherwise. 

10. Emergency Control Centre (ECC) 

In the event of an incident or emergency the chief warden will direct the ECO from the 
Emergency Control Centre. For information on the location of the ECC, refer to Attachment 1: 
Evacuation diagram and safety notice boards on site. 

11. Refuge 

In the event of an incident or emergency, and during evacuation, a refuge may be used where 
occupants can wait for assistance from emergency services to evacuate.  
Owing to specific circumstances at some worksites, refuges may not be available. 

12. Media 

All employees must comply with section 17 of the Transport for NSW Code of Conduct i.e. only 
speak on behalf of NSW Trains when authorised. Approaches by media outlets for comment on 
behalf of the organisation, must be referred to the Media Relations team on (02) 9219 1116 
during business hours, or to the on-call media officer on (02) 9219 1285 after hours. 

13. Hazardous chemicals 

A copy of the worksite’s hazardous chemicals register is attached to the SIMP and is available 
on safety noticeboards on site.

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14. Handing back control when emergency services leave the site 

When the incident or emergency response has finished, the relevant site incident controller will 
hand back control to appropriate site representative. Post-incident actions to be undertaken by 
the ECO are shown below. 

Role Post-incident response actions 

Chief warden 
 

 Notify wardens that occupants may return to the facility. 
 Organise a debriefing with ECO personnel and emergency services. 
 Arrange for support as required including referral to Employee Assistance Program. 
 Collate a record of the event using SMS-15-FM-6247 Evacuation Exercise Observation 

Form. 
 Report incidents – refer to SMS-17-SP-5077 Incident and Occurrence Reporting. 
 Ensure evidence and records are secure for future reference. 

Wardens  Compile a list of actions taken during the incident for the debriefing, using SMS-15-FM-
6247 Evacuation Exercise Observation Form. 

 Provide a copy of completed exercise observation form to the Security & Emergency 
Preparedness Business Unit 

15. Drills, exercises and registers 

The chief warden and the ECO must ensure one local area drill/exercise is conducted, at least 
annually, to assess the effectiveness of the SIMP as determined by the EPC. The drill/exercise 
will be recorded in an evacuation drill/exercise register to assist in monitoring and reviewing the 
effectiveness of the SIMP. 

16. Debriefs and reviews 

The chief warden in consultation with the ECO will debrief people following an incident or an 
emergency at the site, including after a drill/exercise. The chief warden will advise the EPC of 
the debrief outcomes. The SIMP will be reviewed following an incident or emergency on site, 
including after a drill/exercise. The EPC will amend the SIMP as required, and disseminate the 
information to the ECO team

Role Duties prior to an emergency event On becoming aware of the emergency 

Chief warden – 
white cap 

 
 
 

1. Maintain a current register of ECO team members. 

2. Replace ECO team member when a position becomes vacant. 

3. Conduct regular drills/exercises. 

4. Make sure that emergency procedures are kept up to date. 

5. Attend meetings of the EPC. 

6. Make sure personal ECO identification is available. 

7. Attend training and regular drills as required by the EPC. 

8. Make sure evidence and records are secure for future reference 

1. When notified of an emergency, respond and take charge. 

2. Ascertain the nature of the emergency and implement appropriate action. 

3. Make sure that the appropriate Emergency Service has been notified. 

4. Make sure that floor or area wardens are advised of the situation. 

5. If necessary, initiate evacuation and control entry to the affected areas. 

6. Monitor progress of the evacuation and record action taken on the evacuation observation form. 

7. Brief Emergency Services personnel upon arrival on type, scope and location of the emergency 
and the status of the evacuation and, thereafter, act on the senior officer’s instructions. 

8. When the incident site is rendered safe or when Emergency Services return control, notify the 
wardens to return occupants to their facility. 

9. Organise a debriefing with ECO team. 

10. Collate a record of events using the evacuation observation form. 

Wardens – red cap 

 

1. Make sure that all occupants are aware of the site incident management plan (SIMP). 
2. Carry out safety practices (e.g. clear egress paths, access to fire-fighting equipment and 

disposal of rubbish).  
3. Make sure personal ECO identification is available. 
4. Attend training and regular drills as required by the EPC 

1. Operate the communications system(s) in place. 

2. Check that fire doors and smoke doors are properly closed. 

3. Close or open other doors as per warden training. 

4. Search the floor or area to make sure all persons have evacuated. 

5. Make sure orderly flow of persons into protected areas, for example, stairwells. 
6. Assist occupants with disabilities. 
7. Coordinate and lead groups to the designated assembly area. 
8. Report status of required activities to the floor or area warden on their completion. 

First aid officers – 
green cap 

 

1. Hold a current first aid certificate of competency. 
2. Make sure first aid boxes are fully equipped. 
3. Participate in incident management exercises/drills. 

1. Seek advice from wardens to determine if the environment is safe to provide first aid. 
2. Assist and treat the ill or injured if safe to do so. 
3. Attend to victims until Emergency Services arrive. 
4. Record names and details of injured.
