· Wilpinjong Mine has not yet completed the new plans of management for Modification 5 so to ask for another modification would seem to be jumping the gun

· The current noise , dust and odour impacts  are not adequately managed or regulated with the existing regulations 

· The proposal to further increase extraction from 15 million tonnes per annum to16 million with extra overburden production has not been adequately assessed for noise, dust blasting and spontaneous combustion impacts

· There needs to be an assessment of cumulative mining impacts in the Mid Western Regional Council area. In particular ongoing loss of community and social cohesion needs to be addressed. In addition there needs to be an assessment of cumulative social impacts in the Wollar community where Peabody Energy now owns 70% of all property in the district with adverse effects on social cohesion in that community.
