To whom it may concern,



As a medical student training in the NBLM Local Health District it is alarming that government would consider the prospect of raising the dam wall. It is inconcievable that the Government would back such a project which, ironically will impact significantly on the health and wellbeing of residents as well as decimate what precious wilderness we have left.



Whilst the idea of ensuring Sydney's water supply is superficially a noble and resonable measure (given the current growth patterns), it is simply short-sighted. As  most of Europe and Asia-at-large are realising the benefits of having undsiturbed natural environment both as both a boon to tourism as well as recognising the importance of the instrinsic value biodiversity, the destruction of 5700 hectares of national park for a project which has not has sufficient review, nor genuine alternatives proffered is naeive.



A 2018 paper Climate change, air pollution and human health in Sydney, Australial: a review of the literature by Dean and Green outlines the strong correlation between air quality and respiratory-based hospital admissions, which was notable for the &gt;60y/o population. I ask that if the project continues, the relevant parties publicly publish data on the cost/benefit of increased morbitdity and mortality of the population. Why bother investing in the development of Nepean Hospital when it is clear how we can reduce the strain on our healthcare system. 



This is not a plan for the people, for the environment or for the future. Wild rivers like Kowmung are not only sacred spaces, but a representation of the ethical constitution of a Government, who are supposed to represent the people. The destruction of ecological niches which contain rare species such as the Regent Honeyeater, eucalypt species such as the Camden White Gum and other floral/faunal communites contained with in the Grassy Box Woodland is not suffient grounds to contravene the National Parks and Wildlife Act, especially at a time when both animal and human populations are so vulnerable. 



 



While many people will sit by at the moment, it is clear that voters around the world are angry that they are being robbed of their futures. If not for the environment, then think about the long-term preservation of your political and social values; possibility and equity are core values of modern liberal/labour parties (yes, both); ignoring the future generations can only be detrimental.
