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UNEXPECTED FINDS PROTOCOL – ASBESTOS IN/OR ON SOIL 

 

Immediately cease work and contact Site Foreman. 

Area of concern to be isolated by means of temporary barricading (or similar) to prevent unauthorised personnel 

from entering the area. Appropriate controls (i.e. stormwater bunding, sediment controls) to be implemented to 

prevent spread of potential contamination. 

 

Site foreman to contact EDP hygienist to inspect the unexpected find. 

 

EDP hygienist to undertake detailed inspection and sampling and analysis of suspected material. 

 

EDP hygienist to assess laboratory results against relevant site assessment criteria.
