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ENVIRONMENTAL

TREE AND VEGETATION MANAGEMENT NOTES:

1. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL RECOGNISE THE DEVELOPERS INTENTION TO PRESERVE TREES, EXISTING
VEGETATION AND GROUND COVER IN ALL AREAS OF THE SITE WHERE POSSIBLE.

2. PRIOR TD COMMENCEMENT OF CONSTRUCTION THE CONTRACTOR WILL INSPECT THE SITE WITH THE
SUPERINTENDENT AND ECOLOGIST.

3. HABITAT TREES ARE TO BE REMOVED IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE TwWO STAGE CLEARING PROCESS.

4. AREAS MARKED AS VEGETATION RETENTION ZONES ARE TO BE PARAWEBBED OFF AND ALCESS
PROHIBITED.

5. TREES OTHER THAN THOSE SPECIFIED AS HABITAT TREES MAY BE REMOVED WITHOUT FURTHER
INSTRUCTION FROM THE SUPERINTENDENT.

6. ALL TREE REMOVAL IS TO INCLUDE THE GRUBBING AND REMOVAL OF ASSOCTIATED STUMPS.

7. ALL TREES AND VEGETATION REMOVED SHALL BE MULTHED AND STOCKPILED AS DIRECTED FOR USE
WITHIN THE LANDSCAPE AND REVEGETATION WORKS.

8. ALL EXCESS MULCH (FOLLOWING COMPLETION OF WORKS) IS TO BE REMOVED OFF SITE TO AN

APPROVED MULCH RE-SELLER OR RECYCLING FACILITY.ND EXCESS MULCH FROM THESE WORKS IS TO BE
STOCKPILED ON SITE OTHER THAN THAT REQUIRED BY THE LANDSCAPE ARCHITECT.

FENCING AND ACCESS MANAGEMENT NOTES

1. PARAWEB FENCING IS TO BE PROVIDED TO CORDON OFF THE CONSTRUCTION AREA AS SHOWN.

2. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL CONTAIN ALL CONSTRUCTION VEHICLES TO WITHIN THE LIMITS OF THE
CONSTRUCTION AREA. THE CONTRACTOR IS NOT TO ENTER THE EXTLUSION ZONES OR VEGETATION

PRE CLEARING PROTOCOL (BY ECOLOGISTS)
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1. AREA TO BE SURVEYED AND HABITAT TREES MARKED.

2. MARK TREES BELIEVED TO BE HOUSING THREATENED FAUNA. THESE WILL BE KNOWN AS 'HABITAT TREES'

TWO STAGE CLEARING PROCESS

1. DELINEATE CLEARING BOUNDARY AND RETAINED AREAS.

2. CLEAR AROUND HABITAT TREES.
3. GLOSSY BLACK COCKATOO TREES (IF FOUND) ARE TO REMAIN UNTIL BIRDS HAVE FLEDGED.

4. HABITAT TREES ARE TO REMAIN STANDING FOR AT LEAST 24 HRS. TO ALLOW TRAPPING ;
RELOCATION OF ANIMALS.

5. FELL HABITAT TREES WITH MINIMAL FALL AND IMPACT.
6. FELLED TREES TO REMAIN OVERNIGHT WHILST TREE IS STAG WATCHED BY ECOLOGISTS.
7. ANIMALS FOUND TO BE TRANSFERRED BY ECOLOGISTS.

8. ONCE THE GO AHEAD IS GIVEN BY THE ECOLOGISTS, TREES TO BE CUT UP AND MULCHED.
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
