Simon,

Further to our telephone conversation in relation to the below matters:

No modification is proposed to the Stage 2 building envelopes of the approved Concept
Plan. The Stage 2 DA has been submitted to Ryde Council on the basis that the detailed
envelopes are ‘generally consistent with’, albeit not identical to, the approved Concept
Plan envelopes.

The approved community room fronted the principal active public open space, around
which the rest of the approved retail uses, and the children’s play area are located.
While the community room will provide activity when in use, on further reflection we
have realised that such rooms are used only intermittently, and for the majority of the
time will be closed, compromising the sense of activity around the retail precinct. Given
the removal of the previously proposed driveway between the Brisbane and Perth
Buildings, this new open space area has not only become available, but requires some
form of activation to give the space purpose. We have therefore proposed to replace
the former community room with more active retail space, and relocate the community
room function to a position fronting the new . We acknowledge you comment that the
space has been reduced by some 75sgm. Rather than simply enlarge the internal space
of the community room, the attached plans (DA2901 Rev A and DA2900 Rev B) provide a
partially operable roof over the adjacent open space that is enclosed on three sides,
thereby creating a partially enclosed indoor/outdoor extension of the community room,
making it suitable for a wider range of community uses, and resulting in the total space
equalling that of the originally approved community room. We submit that this will not
only provide a superior, more flexible community facility, but also provide an
unambiguous function for the new space between the Perth and Brisbane buildings,
while allowing new retail to better activate the retail plaza area.

The Department has reviewed the additional information submitted and provides the following

comments:

e The proposed modifications to the building envelopes of Stage 2 were not addressed in the
original application. The reasoning and impacts of proposed modifications are required to be
addressed in a revised EIS. | note once this is submitted, the proposal will need to be
referred to Council for comment. Alternatively, you may wish to withdraw the proposed
changes to Stage 2 from the proposal and submit via a separate Modification Application to
prevent further delay in finalising this application. | note this will require revised plans
reverting the building envelopes of Stage 2 to the approved Concept.

e The proposed relocated community room results in a substantial loss of 75sgm in floor area.
Appropriate justification for the loss of useable space is required for the Department to
support the change.
