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                          What is a threatened species? 
The term ‘threatened species’ applies to plants, animals, populations and ecological communities 

that are considered at risk of becoming extinct. 
In NSW, threatened species are listed in the schedules of the NSW Threatened 

Species Conservation Act 1995. Nationally, threatened species are listed 
under the Commonwealth Environment Protection and Biodiversity 

Conservation Act 1999.  
Threatened species can be recognised as critically 

endangered, endangered, vulnerable or 
extinct, depending upon their status. 
Collectively, all these categories are 

known as ‘threatened’.
